
ABRIDGED LIST - SPARKLING WINE 

 

NV Nautilus Brut Marlborough 12.0 59 

Light and dry, strawberries, and lees. Perfect aperitif. 

 

NV Bollinger Special Cuvee Ay 20.0 130 

Crisp, and dry, with complex aromas of hazelnut and dried fruits. 

 

ABRIDGED LIST - WHITE WINE  

 

Riesling 

06 Two Hands ‘The Wolf’ Clare  12.0 59 

Lime and elderflower aromas, and a taut, slatey palate. Bone dry (<1g RS).  

 

07 Rippon Central Otago  12.5 63 

Stone-fruit and flinty minerality. Off-dry,  but crisp. 

 

Sauvignon Blanc 

07 Crater Rim  Waipara    9.5          47 

Complex tropical fruits, hay, and lees. Rich and concentrated. 

 

07 Gravitas Marlborough  11.5 50 

Fresh, crisp, and restrained. Small percentage of barrel fermentation, and lees ageing to add 

complexity to this very elegant wine. 

 

Pinot Gris 

06 Lurton  Uco Valley    9.0 45 

Dry and fresh, pronounced citrus zest and peach. Grown at altitude in the Mendoza region of 

Argentina. 

 

07 Nautilus  Marlborough  12.5 61 

Pears, lees and cinnamon. Off-dry with a creamy texture. 

 

Rosé 

06 Armantes Calatayud  9.0 45 

Crisp, juicy raspberries and strawberries. 100% old vine Garnacha. 
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.Chardonnay 

02 Louis Jadot Bourgogne Blanc AC Bourgogne 14.5 69 

Chardonnay sourced from the Cote d’Or, Cote Challonais, and Saint Veran. Some use of old  

oak. Exceptional vintage. 

 

07 Craggy Range ‘Gimblett Gravels’ Hawkes Bay 14.5 68 

Barrel-fermented and matured, full-bodied, and rich with a creamy texture. 

 

07 Menhir ‘Novementi’ Salento IGT  8.0    40 

Unoaked with simple, but concentrated citrus and peach fruit, viscous texture and clean finish. 

From the region of Puglia in Italys’ south-east. 

 

Italy 

06 Umani Ronchi Verdicchio Castelli di Jesi DOC  9.0 45 

Full, richly textured. Almonds and marzipan, crisp acidity. 

 

05 Anselmi ‘Capitel Foscarino’ Garganega Veneto IGT 14.0 69 

Meticulous fruit selection and an addition of 10% Chardonnay give a wine with greater  

concentration, fuller body, and a more unctuous texture than is normal from this variety.  

Gargenaga is the principal grape of Soave. 

 

06 Vesevo Falanghina Sannio DOC 9.0 47 

From the region of Campania. Light honeyed aromas, dry, full and crisp. 

 

06 Guado al Tasso Vermintino Bolgheri DOC 15.5 78 

Light herbal character along with elegant, concentrated grapefruit and citrus flavours. Dry with           

mouth-watering acidity. Produced by Antinori in Tuscany. 

 

06 A Mano Puglia IGT 11.0 54 

A blend of Fiano and Greco. Perfumed, with Muscat-like floral and grapey aromas. 

 

France 

05 Schlumberger Gewurztraminer Alsace 15.0 78 

Intensely perfumed, showing rose and lychees. Full bodied and richly textured. 

 

 

 

 

 



     

ABRIDGED LIST- RED WINE 

 

Pinot Noir 

07 Seven Terraces  Marlborough 12.5 60 

Bright and vibrant, light-bodied. Dark cherries, violet and vanillin oak. 

 

06 Pisa Range ‘Black Poplar Block’ Central Otago 17.5  89 

Perfumed and elegant with complex red fruit, earthy, sappy/leafy aromas, and silky tannins. 

 

Merlot 

06 Craggy Range  Hawkes Bay 13.0 65 

Pronounced nose of dark fruits and dried herbs, firm tannins. 

 

Cabernet Sauvignon  

05 Gran Lurton Mendoza 15.5    84 

Rich, dense cassis fruit, supple tannins and great length. 

 

Shiraz 

05 Yalumba ‘Patchwork’  Barossa Valley  10.0  49 

Full-bodied, dense and rich with dark fruits. 

 

06 Two Hands ‘Sophies Garden’ Padthaway 18.5   93 

Rich flavours of redcurrant and plum with supporting notes of cocoa, cinnamon, and iron. Full 

bodied and sensuous, with dense fruit balanced by firm tannin. Exceptional length.

Spain 

05 Papa Luna Garnacha Calatayud 12.0  52 

From a relatively newly demarcated DO in the northern province of Aragon. A blend of  

Garnacha, Shiraz, Tempranillo, Mazuelo, and Monastrell showing white pepper spice and  

savoury notes. Rich, full and round. 

 

05 Cune Crianza Rioja 14.5 72 

Tempranillo et al from one of Spains’ most celebrated wine regions. The “crianza” designation 

indicates the wine has spent a minimum twelve months in oak and undergone a further period of 

bottle ageing before release. Red fruits with a savoury meaty note and smokey oak. 

 



Italy 

05 Quota 29 Primitivo Salento  IGT 11.0 50 

Puglia, on the south easternmost part of Italy, is a region of increasingly quality conscious 

production centering on Negroamaro and Primitivo (parent of Zinfandel). Full bodied and  

typically dry with lifted blackberry, and honeyed aromas.      

 

04 Riseccoli  Chianti Classico DOCG 13.5          68 

Sangiovese from Tuscany. Spicy oak, plummy red fruit and cherries, tar, and firm tannins. 

 

05 Gran Sasso  Montepulciano d’Abruzzo DOC   7.5 37 

Softly textured, simple, fruit-driven. 

 

06 Tor del Pian  Dolcetto d’Alba DOCG 10.0 49 

Plummy red fruits and savoury dried herb notes.  

 

01 Torraccia del Piantavigna  Gattinara DOCG 15.0 75 

Red berry fruit and violets. Muscularly tannic with the natural high acidity characteristic of  

Nebbiolo from Northern Piedmont. 

 

05 Cesari ‘Mara’ Ripasso Valpolicella Superiore DOC 12.5 66 

Corvina, Rondinella, and Molinara grapes re-fermented on the pressed skins of Amarone to
